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REBFA(Fhv 644):
Candidates for the master’ s degree must fulfill a minimum of 30 credits including 6 credits for the master
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Required courses are 10 credits and elective course are 14 credits.
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The 6 credits for the “Master Thesis” are given only after passing of the degree examination and submitting
thesis.
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Unless specified, all courses are shared courses with the PhD program of GIBMS
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In addition to the courses listed above, other English-taught courses offered by relevant Graduate Institutes
and Departments of the College of Medicine can be taken to fulfill the requirements for elective courses.
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
